The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session, July 5th , 2011 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage ,Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of June 21st, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
 Mr. Bowden made a motion to give Mayor Ramage and the City Manager the authorization to make application for the CDBG Competitive Fund Grant from the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, which is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) for an amount of $350,000.00 for the purpose of providing much needed water improvements in the Caldwell Street neighborhood also allowing the City to match $100,000.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mayor Ramage introduced Resolution No. 2011-10 and summarized the actions to date by the Council as it relates to reapportioning the city voting district lines utilizing the 2010 census data.  Mayor Ramage noted Resolution 2010-11 was first presented at the council meeting of June 21 at which time the Council conducted a public hearing on the matter and asked that any other public comment be accepted until this meeting.  No further comments were noted during the time period of June 21 – July 5th by the executive staff or elected officials. Mr. Jackson moved the council pass Resolution No. 2011-10 – Reapportionment of District lines as it related to the 2010 Census count.  A second was made by Mr. Griffin and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Bowden moved the council accept the recommendation of the City Manager to declare two vehicles, a 1985 Chevrolet C10 Pickup and a 1995 Ford pickup, as surplus property and be disposed of through gov.deals.  Mr. Jackson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Coleman moved the council appoint Mrs. Pearson to represent the City of Brundidge on the Pike County Transit System (PATS) steering committee.  A second was made by Mr. Jackson and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mr. Coleman made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Planning Commission to rezone property located at 915 Elm Street from R-3 (Multi-family Residential) to MHR (Mobile Home Residential).  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
