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Brundidge, Alabama

The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on July 7th, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding property located at 177 S. A. Graham Blvd. and  is owned by Compass Bank.  The City Manager advised the council this property was in violation of the City’s Weed Control Ordinance.  After complying with the procedures of the Ordinance, Judge Dickert ordered the  weeds to be cut and removed and collect the expenses from the property owner as provided for in said Ordinance.  Compass Bank was notified of the public hearing giving them the opportunity to show cause why the property should not be assessed and a lien placed on the property for cost incurred of which was $150.00.  There was not a representative of Compass Bank in attendance at this hearing.  There being no questions or comments, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.

The minutes for the June 11th, 2015 meeting (SWMP public hearing), June 16th, 2015 (regular Council meeting) and  June 18th, 2015 meeting (special called meeting) were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, seconded by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-18 giving the City Manager the authority to take the necessary actions to have property located at 117 S. A. Graham Blvd. assessed to recoup the $150.00 cost of removing weeds per court order.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
An application for a Restaurant Retail Liquor, Wine and Beer License, on premise, was received from Chuck Caraway, co-owner of Colliers on Main and presented to the council.  Mr. Caraway gave the council a brief summary of the restaurant consisting of the day and hours of operations, capacity of seating and various items planned for the menu.  There being no discussion from the council, Mr. Griffin moved the council approved the requested license for Colliers on Main restaurant.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Bids were received on June 12, 2015 in connection with the WWTP Effluent Pumping Energy Efficiency Retrofit Improvements.  The City Manager explained there were two bids received and both exceeded the original cost estimate and the funds available for this project.  Per recommendation from Max Mobley, of Polyengineering Inc., all bids should be rejected and the scope of the project amended and the project be rebid.  Mr. Coleman moved to concur with the recommendations from Mr. Mobley and rebid the project as stated.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Bids were received on July 6, 2015 for WWTP effluent pumping improvements.  Three bids were received and are as follows; Donald Smith Co., Inc. $42,000, Layne Christensen Co. $53,583 and Blankenship Contracting, Inc. $85,500.  The City Manager explained this was a re-bid of the June 12, 2015 bids with the scope of the project amended.  Through correspondence, Max Mobley, of Polyengineering, Inc. advised the lowest responsive bidder was submitted by Donald Smith Co. Inc.in the amount of $42,000 and therefore recommends the contract be awarded to Donald Smith Co., Inc.  Mr. Griffin moved the council approve the bid submitted by Donald Smith Co. Inc. in the amount of $42,000 for effluent pumping improvements.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mayor Ramage advised the council it was time again to consider making a recommendation for nomination to the Pike County Board of Equalization.  After a brief discussion, Mayor Ramage tabled the discussion until the next council meeting.

The City of Brundidge filed a claim for damages relating to the Oil Spill by the Oil Rig “Deepwater Horizon” in the Gulf of Mexico on April 20th, 2010.  The City Manager advised the council he had been notified this week from Rhon Jones of the Beasley Allen Law Firm, who is handling the claim for the City that a recommendation from the team Neutral’s for the settlement of the BP lawsuit had been recommended for the City of Brundidge in the amount of $56,249.00.  After discussing the matter, the council believes the settlement in the amount of $56,249.00 to be appropriate to settle the claim of the City.  Therefore, Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-19 authorizing Mayor Ramage in his capacity to complete any and all documents to resolve this matter, to include specifically the “Full and Final Release, Settlement and Covenant not to sue”.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
A memo was received by the council from Chief Davenport requesting an additional police cruiser for the police department.  After a brief discussion, Mrs. Ross moved the council amend the budget to include an additional police cruiser costing approximately $35,000.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Pro Tem Pearson ordered the meeting adjourned.
