Brundidge, Alabama

The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on June 17th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
A public hearing was called to order by Mayor Ramage at 4 p.m. per the posted public hearing notice.  A list of attendees is attached.  The Mayor recognized Britt Thomas, City Manager to discuss the CDBG program and the availability of grant funds.  The public hearing handout is attached.

Mr. Thomas discussed two (2) projects under consideration.  The first is an economic development project to construct sewer upgrades to support increased demand ,for wastewater capacity for Southern Classic Food Group.  A total of 49 jobs is proposed to be created with a request for CDBG grant funds in the amount  of $173,438 to be matched with $34,688 in local funds.  Improvements to be made include a pump station upgrade and new forced main to accommodate the 80,000 gpd anticipated flow.
The second project under consideration by City Council is a CDBG Competitive Fund application to replace three (3) pump stations.  One pump station, the main pump station, serves the entire City.  The two other pump stations serve the east side of the City.  Total estimated cost for the project would be $744,000 with the City requesting $350,000 in grant funds from ADECA.  City matching funds will be needed in the amount of $394,000 or as much as is required to construct the improvements proposed should bids come in too high.  Ms. Monroe stated that projects that showed a strong local commitment, i.e. significant local funds had a much higher chance of receiving funding approval as ADECA staff have mentioned in workshops that they like to have CDBG funds leverage local funds.  A description of the condition of the main pump stations was discussed as well as the overall critical need for these sewer improvements to protect the environment and public health and safety as well as to provide essential sewer service.  The main pump station pumps all the wastewater flow in the City to the wastewater treatment plant.
Public comment relative to community development needs were received  by Mrs. Nancy Struggs who resides on John Lewis Street, spoke of issues on her property concerning the drainage ditch and silt that is preventing water from going down into the ditch.  Mrs. Desiree Pickett who resides on Sixth Avenue also spoke about her concerns regarding the standing water on Sixth Ave. and John Lewis.  City Manager Britt Thomas stated it is not possible to get a backhoe in the area and moving the dirt would have to be done by hand and he would check into getting this done.  Mr. Thomas advised Mrs. Pickett that the standing water she referred to is on private property thereby precluding the city from addressing this issue. There being no more comments the public hearing was closed.

The minutes for the meeting of June 3rd, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2014-25 allowing  the City of Brundidge to submit an application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for an Economic Development Fund Infrastructure CDBG grant in the amount of $173,438 grant to finance the construction of sewer upgrades to meet Southern Classic Food Group’s increased demand due to the new expansion.  The City commits $34,688 in local funds to meet the matching requirement for the grant.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Coleman moved the council approve Resolution No. 2014-26 allowing the City of Brundidge to submit an application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for $350,000 for the purpose of obtaining grant funds for necessary improvements to the three (3) sewage pumping stations as proposed for a total project cost of $744,000 with the City guaranteeing matching funds in the amount of $394,000 per the cost estimates or as much as may be required to implement the project as proposed.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson move the council approve Resolution No. 2014-27, which through the governing authority, elects to come under the provisions of Section 2 of Act 429 of the regular session of the 2014 legislature.  The City of Brundidge agrees to provide all funds necessary to the Employees’ Retirement System to cover the cost of the one-time lump sum payment as provided by this Act for those eligible retirees and beneficiaries of deceased retirees of the City of Brundidge with the aforementioned lump sum being paid in October 2014.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
