The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in a special called meeting on June 18th, 2015 at 10:00 a.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and  Pearson.  Mayor Pro Tem Pearson called the meeting to order.
This special meeting was called to discuss an application to the local granting authority for abatement of taxes for Southern Classic Food Group, LLC and Magnolia Vegetable Processors.  This abatement would cover a 10 year period in which the above companies would not pay state and local noneducational property taxes, all construction related transaction taxes, except those local construction related transaction taxes levied for educational purposes or for capital improvements for education, and/or all mortgage and recording taxes.  After discussing the matter, Mrs. Baxter moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-16 granting a tax abatement to Southern Classic Food Group, Inc. a seconded by Mr. Griffin and with all voting yea the motion carried.  Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-17 granting a tax abatement to Magnolia Vegetable Processors, a second by Mr. Griffin and with all voting yea the motion carried.
