The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session, June 21st,  2011 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage ,Council members, Bowden, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of June 7th, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
 A public hearing concerning the reapportionment of district lines as it relates to the 2010 Census.  The City Manager gave a detailed analysis of the census data and how it relates to the variances in district lines.  
Mr. Bowden made a motion to approve Resolution 2011-09 giving the Mayor and City Manager the authority to make application to ADECA for an EECBG grant which authorizes Mayor Ramage the authority to execute all required documents for grant submission.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The 2010 Census shows that the single-member district from which the City of Brundidge elects council members must be reapportioned to comply with the one person, one vote requirement of the U. S. Constitution, therefore Resolution 2011-10 was presented to the council for consideration and held over to the next council meeting to give citizens the opportunity to ask any questions regarding the reapportionment.
The Council gave the Mayor and City Manager the authority to submit applications to FEMA’s Hazard Mitigation Assistance grant program whose mission it is to protect individuals and property from natural hazards.  

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
