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The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on June 2nd, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and  Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

A Public Hearing was conducted June 2, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Brundidge City Hall to discuss and receive public input regarding the City’s application for financial assistance through the Alabama Clean Water State Revolving Loan Program for improvements within the Brundidge Sewer System. 

The hearing was convened at 4:00 p.m. by Mayor James Ramage who briefly discussed the purpose and goals of the project.  Mayor Ramage then introduced project consulting engineer Max Mobley of Polyengineering who discussed the project in some detail.  Mr. Mobley discussed each component of the project, the overall costs and the impact of the debt service to be incurred on the City’s existing sewer rate structure.  The City intends to submit an application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for CDBG Block Grant Assistance for several components of the project.  If approved the CWSRF loan amount would be reduced by the amount of the grant.

Mr. Mobley also discussed the environmental impacts of the project, which are positive in that very little land disturbance will occur and concurrences have already been received from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the Alabama Historical Commission.  The project is still under review at the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

Following Mr. Mobley’s presentation the floor was opened for questions.  One question was received concerning standby power at the four pumping stations.  Mr. Mobley advised that the main pumping station would have a permanently installed auxiliary generator with automatic transfer switch.  The three other smaller stations would have provisions to plug in a portable generator.

There being no further questions the Public Hearing was closed at approximately 4:20 p.m.

The minutes for the meeting of May 12th, 2015, were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.

Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-12 authorizing the City to submit an application for a CDBG Competitive Fund Grant from the Community Development Block Program which is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) for an amount of $350,000 for the purpose of providing much needed sewer improvements at three (3) pump stations located in separate areas of the City.  The City guarantees matching funds in the amount of $411,500 with the total cost of the project being $761,500.  This would also authorize and direct Mayor Ramage to submit said application to the Alabama Department of  Economic Affairs and upon approval take such other steps as my be required to implement the project as proposed.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
