The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on June 5th, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Griffin, Jackson and Coleman.  Mayor Pro Tempore Pearson called the meeting to order.
