The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session of June 7th, 2011 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present:  Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Pro Tempore Pearson called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of May 17th, 2011 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.

Mr. Bowden moved the council approve Resolution No. 2011-06 adopting the 2010 Pike County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan as prepared in accordance with FEMA requirements.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mr. Jackson made a motion to approve Resolutions No. 2011-07 and 08, respectively, as presented allowing the City of Brundidge to enter into an agreement with Monroe & Associates, LLC for the provisions of administrative services and Polyengineering, Inc. for professional services regarding CDBG Project No. SM-ED-PF-10-019.   Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and upon the roll being called all voted yea.
Request for proposals of residential solid waste collection services for the City of Brundidge based on a three year contract were received on June 7th, 2011 at 9:00 a.m. at City Hall.   The City Manager reported two proposals received and were as follows:  Mark Dunning Industries, Inc. $6.49 per container, per month and Advanced Disposal $6.24 per container, per month.  Due to receiving Advanced Disposal’s proposal at 9:10 a.m. their proposal was disqualified.  Mr. Griffin moved the council accept Mark Dunning Industries, Inc. proposal. Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea, the motion carried.
Mr. Bowden made a motion to give authority to the Mayor and City Manager to submit an application for an EECBG energy retrofit grant.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Pro Tempore Pearson ordered the meeting adjourned
