The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama meet in regular session on June 7th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson an Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding property located at 177 S. A. Graham Blvd. which is owned by Doris Mitchell.  The City Manager advised the council this property was in violation of the City’s Weed Control Ordinance.  After complying with the procedures of the Ordinance, Judge Dickert ordered the  weeds to be cut and removed and collect the expenses from the property owner as provided for in said Ordinance.  Mrs. Mitchell was notified of the public hearing giving her or her representative the opportunity to show cause why the property should not be assessed and a lien placed on the property for cost incurred of which was $250.00.  There was no representative of the above property in attendance at this hearing.  There being no questions or comments, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.
The minutes for the May 18th, 2016 recessed council meeting was presented and upon a motion by Mrs. Pearson to approve the minutes, a second was made by Mrs. Baxter, and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.  
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-14 giving the City Manager the authority to take the necessary actions to have property located at 117 S. A. Graham Blvd. assessed to recover the $250.00 cost of removing weeds per court order.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager introduced Ms. Ashton Estes, Program Manager for South Central Alabama Development Commission, who will be assisting the City with the current CDBG project and also for the 2016 CDBG application.  Ms. Estes explained all local governments who desire to apply for and receive grant funds for eligible activities are required to develop, adopt, and follow a “Citizen Participation Plan” that meets all of the requirements of the Act and adopted policies for the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. The current Citizen Participation Plan the City was able to locate required updating to include:  the Citizen Participation Plan Contact Person to include City Manager information (Page 4), added the Limited English Proficiency Residents clause- a new clause PER ADECA State Plan (Page 7) and revised the Public Hearing Notice guidelines to reflect City Preferences for Posting (page 8).  There being no further discussion, Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-15 updating the City’s current Citizen’s Participation Plan to meet the requirements for ADECA.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried. 
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
