The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on March 18th, 2014 at 9:00 a.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding the close out of CDBG Project SM-CM-PF-12-006.  Mrs. Susan Monroe reviewed the project stating the water improvements  in the Caldwell Section of the City totaled $242,485.63 which improved water service to 85 occupied households covering 165 persons.  With funds remaining from the water project the City was able to amend the demolition  portion of the project from $44,000.00 to $85,444.00 which allowed 27 properties to be demolish and cleared.  The final cost of the project totaled $398,825.85 with $343,309.89 in CDBG funds and $55,515.96 in local match, coming in just under budget and in time to apply for the 2014 CDBG Grant cycle.  Mayor Ramage asked for questions and or comments and there being none the public hearing was closed.
A second public hearing was opened regarding the 2014 CDBG application process.  Mrs. Monroe stated the State has projected $22,273,294 CDBG funds available for 2014. Annual funding for this program continues to decrease over the years, however, despite the decrease, CDBG remains one of the best ways that funding can be awarded to local communities to address various development needs.  A survey will be made available to citizens, community groups and businesses to develop ideas they feel the City is in need of and can qualify for under the CDBG guidelines.  The 2014 CDBG workshop identifying those guidelines will be coming up soon with applications to follow.  Mayor Ramage asked the survey be put on the bill cards, be available at City Hall and posted on the City website.  There being no questions or comments, the public hearing was closed.
The minutes for the meeting of March 4th, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the close out of CDBG Project SM-CM-PF-12-006 which provides for Mayor Ramage to execute all documents required to close out the project.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager reviewed the FY2013 audited financials. 

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
