Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order and the minutes for the meeting of March 5, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mr. Griffin, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.

Mr. Griffin moved the council approve the recommendations of the Planning Commission and grant Mrs. Lucille Adams petition to rezone property located at 365 East End Circle from R-2 to MHR be approved.  There being no objections, Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolutions No. 2013-14 awarding Hilton Cooper as the lowest responsible bidder for the CDBG Caldwell Area Water Improvements Project and Resolution No. 2013-15 awarding Central Plant Technology as the lowest responsible bidder for the 2012 DWSRF Water Improvements Project.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mayor Ramage advised the council due to Mrs. Ross being elected to the council she would no longer be able to serve on the Board of Adjustment.  Mrs. Ross moved to appoint Randy Ross to fill the vacant position to the Board of Adjustment.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
