Brundidge, Alabama
The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session March 20th, 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members, Bowden, Griffin, Jackson, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the meeting of March 6th, 2012 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Jackson, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting with a public hearing regarding the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Program (DWSRLP) approved application.   City Manager Britt Thomas reviewed the program details regarding the financial assistance to provide improvements to the Brundidge Water System as recommended by Polyengineering.  Recommended improvements include an automated meter reading system and SCADA and control valve improvements.  Jaine Treadwell asked the City Manager what the break down would be for the principal and interest (2.6%) for the $975,000 project.  The City Manager provided the information and advised the Mayor and Council along with the citizens in attendance, based on the water revenues for the past three years and the City’s finances he believes the project can be supported without any additional cost to the ratepayers.  The City Manager also recommends, if the council should elect to proceed, it should also proceed with converting the electric meter to AMI at the same time. This would most likely cost approximately $300,000.   If the council elected to proceed with the entire project, it would add an addition $99,000/year in debt service for ten years and then decrease to $62,568 for the remaining ten years. With no other questions or comments, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.

Mr. Jackson moved to approve Polyengineering to proceed with the engineering report for the full construction plans for the automated meter reading system, SCADA and control valve improvements to be financed through the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Program. Mr. Bowden seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Resolution No. 2012-07 – 2012 CDBG Competitive Fund Grant Application, was presented.  Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve the resolution gaving Mayor Ramage the authority to submit the application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs and upon approval take such steps as may be required to implement the project proposed.  A second was made by Mr. Coleman and with all voting yea the motion carried.

David St. John, St. John Engineers, recommended the Council approve the 1 ARRA EECBG 52 grant bid received from Gresco Utilities for LED fixtures.  After discussion by the council, Mr. Bowden moved the council approve the recommendation.  Mr. Jackson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned and advised the next council meeting will be April 3rd , 2012 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall.
