The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama reconvened its’ May 3rd, 2016 recessed meeting on May 18th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Council members Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the May 3rd, 2016 recessed council meeting was presented and upon a motion by Mrs. Baxter to approve the minutes, a second was made by Mr. Griffin, and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.  
The City Manager reviewed the Annual Water Pollution Prevention (MWPP) report with the council.  The City Manager reported the City was in compliance with all regulations of the Alabama Department of Environmental Management.   Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-11 setting forth the necessary actions to maintain effluent requirements contained in the NPDES Permit.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Bids were received on May 12, 2016 for ALDOT Project No. IAR-055-000-11 to extend Magnolia Blvd., in the existing North Industrial Park, to Magnolia Vegetable Processor, LLC.  The lowest responsible bid was submitted by Wiregrass Construction in the amount of $329,419.92 therefore, Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-12 awarding Wiregrass Construction the bid for this project in the amount of $329,419.92 subject to concurrence by the Alabama Department of Transportation, which at the time of the meeting approval had been received.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Bid were received on May 12, 2016 in connection with CDBG Project No. SM-ED-PF-15-002 for water, sewer and street infrastructure improvements to Southern Classic Food Group and Magnolia Vegetable Processors.  The lowest responsible bid was submitted by S.A. Graham Co., Inc. in the amount of $270,241.00 therefore, Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-13 awarding S.A. Graham Co., Inc. the bid for this project in the amount of $270,241.00 subject to concurrence by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager brought before the council at the May 3, 2016 meeting  his recommendations to resurface Galloway Road (to the city limits) and McSwain Street.  The issue was brought back to the table at today’s meeting and after discussing the matter, Mrs. Pearson moved to give the Mayor and City Manager the authority to move forward with the City Manger’s plans to resurface Galloway Road (to the city limits) and McSwain Street, with the City purchasing all material’s and supplies necessary off the bid list of the Pike County Commission or the State of Alabama, and bidding the construction management and equipment necessary to complete the project.  Total project cost is estimated to be approximately $225,000.00.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
