The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on May 20th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and  Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of April 15th, 2014 were presented and upon request by Mrs. Baxter to include the City Managers report of an incident that occurred on April 6th and 7th  regarding an overflow of a private sewer clean out lateral at 155 6th Avenue, the minutes were amended.  A motion by Mrs. Baxter was made to approve the minutes as amended , seconded by Mr. Griffin and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.
Max Mobley the City’s consulting engineer presented the Mayor and Council an overview of the conditions of the City’s waste water infrastructure.  Mr. Mobley advised these conditions warranted the immediate consideration of the governing body.  
The City Manager reviewed the Annual Water Pollution Prevention (MWPP) report with the council.  The City Manager reported the City was in compliance with all regulations of the Department of Environmental Management and along with  Mr. Mobley presented a conceptual proposal to outline the necessary improvements to the sewer collection system and the waste water treatment plant.  The improvements recommended are estimated to cost 1.9 million dollars.  Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2014-24  setting forth the necessary actions to maintain effluent requirements contained in the NPDES Permit.  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Ms. Desiree Pickett spoke to the Council regarding standing water on private property on or about 138 6th Avenue.  Mrs. Pickett hopes a resolution to the problem can be reached.
Councilmembers Cynthia Pearson and Arthur Griffin were recently honored by the Alabama League of Municipalities at the annual convention in Mobile for their 22 years of service to their community.  They each received plaques in commemoration of their service.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
