The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on May 5th, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

A second CDBG public hearing for applications for the competitive and economic development funds was opened by Mayor Ramage at 4:00 p.m.  Britt Thomas discussed the amount of funds available, noting there would be less projects funded this year due to a cut of $700,000 in Federal grant money.  He said eligible activities could include public water, sewer and sanitation upgrades among other activities.  A citizen, Jeffery Baker, asked what other activities are eligible, specifically asking about recreation.  Mr. Thomas noted that recreation projects needed in the City that would be eligible for consideration.  There being no further discussion from the public or the council, Mr. Thomas then advised there is a need to upgrade the City’s sewer facilities and lift stations which was included in the 2014 CDBG application last year that did not get funded.  Based on the infrastructure needs, Mr. Thomas noted for the public and the council that he recommended consideration of the resubmission of last year’s application with revisions made to meet the overall needs of the City for the competitive fund project. For the proposed economic development project, there are potential avenues for funding various components needed for industrial development to provide adequate infrastructure for projected job creation.  There being no further discussion, Mayor Ramage closed the public hearing.

The minutes for the meeting of April 21st, 2015, were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mrs. Pearson, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.

Due to pending issues to come before the council before the next regular scheduled meeting, Mrs. Pearson moved this meeting be recessed until May 12th, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting recessed until May 12th, 2015 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall.
