The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on November 18th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of November 4th, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Baxter, second by Mrs. Ross with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The City Manager provided the Mayor and Council with an email from JMCM Consultants regarding an operations grant for the fire department.  The consultants suggested applying for the LHD equipment however Chief Adkins related to the City Manager the need for another fire truck.  If the City applied for a fire truck there would be approximately $85,000 the City would have to match.  After much discussion, Mr. Griffin moved to give authority to the City Manager to authorize JMCM  Consulting to make application for an operations grant for a new fire truck with the City providing approximately $85,000. Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson moved the Council approve Resolution No. 2015-02 which approves the Title VI Program in order to comply with the Title VI federal requirements.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The City Manager provided the Mayor and Council with photos of three trucks City that he proposed be declared surplus property.  They were a 1998 Ford F150, 2001 Ford F150 and a 2002 Ford S-10.  These vehicles will be taken out of service and replaced with three trucks purchased by the City from a public auction provided through ADLOT. Mrs. Ross moved the council declare the said vehicles surplus property and be sold on gov.deals.  Mrs. Baxter second the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
The City Manager provided the Council with dates for the City holidays for Thanksgiving and Christmas.  Mrs. Pearson suggested to the Council the City employee’s be given the day after Christmas (Friday) off also to spend time with their families.   The Council discussed the matter and all agreed therefore Mrs. Pearson put in a motion to declare December 26, 2014 as a City holiday.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
