The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama,  met on November 20, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. at City Hall to discuss the FY2013 Budget at which time and place the following members were present: Mayor Ramage, Council members, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and  Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order at which time the Mayor, Council and City Manager went into executive session at 2:05 p.m. to address pending litigation and resumed the meeting at 2:16 p.m. 
The City Manager reviewed the first draft of the FY2013 Budget.  At 4:00 p.m. Mayor Ramage called the regular session of the Council meeting to order and allowed a brief recess before continuing the budget session.  The City Manager finished his review of the draft budget and Mayor Ramage continued with the items on the agenda.
Mayor Ramage state the first item of business was consideration of an ordinance authorizing the issuance of $940,000 Subordinated Utility Revenue Warrant, Series 2012-DSWRF-DL (Partial Principal Forgiveness Loan.  After discussion by the Mayor and Council, Mrs. Pearson moved  that unanimous consent be given for immediate consideration of and action on Ordinance No. 2013-01, which motion was seconded by Mr. Griffin and, upon the said motion being put to a vote, the following vote was recorded:   Yeas:  Ramage, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Nays: none.  The Mayor thereupon declared that the motion of unanimous consent for immediate consideration of and action on said ordinance had been unanimously carried.  Mr. Griffin thereupon moved that Ordinance No. 2013-01 be finally adopted, which motion was seconded by Mrs. Baxter and , upon the said motion being put to a vote the following vote was recorded.  Yeas:  Yeas:  Ramage, Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Nays: none.  The Mayor thereupon announced that the motion for adoption of said ordinance had been unanimously carried.
The minutes for the meetings of November 5th and 6th, 2012 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes for both meetings were approved as presented.
