The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on November 4th, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
The minutes for the meeting of October 21st, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mr. Griffin, second by Mrs. Baxter with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
The City Manager provided the Mayor and Council with information regarding an Absolute Public Auction through the Alabama Department of Transportation that will be held November 7, 2014.  He explained the poor condition and age of several vehicles in various departments of the City.  He requested the council authorize him to bid on three to four vehicles spending up to $30,000.  Mr. Griffin said it would be hard to get three to four vehicles for that amount of money and suggested authorizing up to $40,000.  That being said Mr. Griffin moved to approve the City Manager’s request to bid on vehicles through the ALDOT auction on November 7, 2014 with an allocation of $40,000.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Pearson moved the council approve Resolution No. 2015-01 which adopts the Accounting & Purchasing Procurement Policies and Standards of Conduct (Code of Ethics) for the purpose of implementation of CDBG Project No. SM-ED-PF-13-015 and will remain in effect for that purpose and future CDBG or other federally funded grant projects as applicable until said policies are otherwise amended.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
