The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on October 15th, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Pearson.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage opened the meeting a with a public hearing regarding an amendment to the CDBG Water Improvement Project.  Mrs. Susan Monroe explained the changes as follows:

Changes to Scope of Project - New 6” line, service connections, and fire hydrants with other water improvements for households adjacent to previously constructed project improvements along Bowden Street, Ann Drive, Gilmore Road/Caldwell Street and Johnson Street will be constructed with remaining funds in the water line item.  New line will replace existing inadequate 2” and 4” line that is the same age/condition as the previously replaced line constructed in the early 1960s.  Further, lines this small do not allow for adequately sized modern fire hydrants and are no longer allowed by ADEM.   Total improvements proposed are estimated to cost approximately $48,820. An additional 29 households will benefit.
Changes to Total Beneficiaries and LMI Beneficiaries - A total of 29 additional households (2 of which are vacant at this time) will benefit from the proposed change, of which, 51% or greater meet income criteria for low-to-moderate income as required by the CDBG Program. The changes under consideration were discussed by Britt Thomas, the City Manager, Susan Monroe, the project grant administrator and the Brundidge City Council.

Comments were solicited from those in attendance regarding these matters with questions related to exactly where new improvements would be made and regarding how much funding was available for demolition.  With no further comment, the public hearing was closed by Mayor James T. Ramage, III at 4:10 p.m.

Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order and the minutes for the meeting of October 1st, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Pearson, second by Mrs. Baxter, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2014-01 which would allow Mayor Ramage to submit a formal amendment to CDBG Project No. SM-CM-PF-12-006 to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for the purpose of providing additional water improvements as well as to move funds into the demolition line item of the project budget.  Mr. Griffin seconded the motion and will all voting yea the motion carried.
Mrs. Susan Monroe presented the Mayor and council with twenty (20) additional properties which look as if to be dilapidated and are not maintained and appear to be beyond an economically feasible rehabilitation.  After discussing the matter, Mrs. Ross move the council move forward with the process to have the properties condemned.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.    
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
