The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on October 21st, 2014 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage began the meeting with a public hearing to address two request for re-zoning. A public hearing was held by the Planning Commission on September 25th, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall to hear from Mr. Jamey Sanders who had requested his property located at 816 North Main Street be re-zoned from M-1 (General Industrial) to R-3 (Multi-Family Residential).  Also, Mr. Edward Davis requested his property located at 373 7th Avenue be re-zoned from R-3 (Multi-Family Residential) to MHR (Mobile Home Residential).  The Planning Commission voted to approve Mr. Sanders request and  took no action on Mr. Edwards property due to the fact the request did not meet regulations.  Mayor Ramage opened the floor for discussion for Mr. Sanders request.  Mr. Sanders was in attendance and answered questions from the council.  The floor was opened for Mr. Davis request.  Mr. Davis was not in attendance however Mrs. Baxter had questions regarding the regulations.  The City Manager explained he was not privy to the Planning Commission’s findings but would seek clarification.  There being no other questions, Mayor Ramage ordered the public hearing closed.
The minutes for the meeting of October 7th, 2014 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mr. Griffin with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Mr. Jamey Sanders request to re-zone his property located at 816 North Main Street from M-1 (General Industrial) to R-3 (Multi-Family Residential).  Mrs. Ross seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

Mrs. Baxter request Mr. Edward Davis’ request be carried over until the next meeting allowing the City Manager time to seek clarification on the specifications of the property.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve declaring a 2002 Ford Explorer surplus property and be sold on gov.deals.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
