WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama is eligible to receive funding under an Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant awarded by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs and funded by the U.S. Department of Energy and the National Energy Technology Laboratory as appropriated by The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 through EECBG Solicitation III, and

WHEREAS, the City has successfully implemented lighting improvements EECBG projects in the past and desires to expand the usage of energy efficient LED street lighting within the City which will result in energy savings, cost savings, maintenance reduction and improved lighting conditions 

WHEREAS the City will provide contractual assistance as match using local cash for both engineering and administration as well as in-kind labor for installing the new lighting fixtures, and
WHEREAS, materials, i.e. replacement lights will cost an estimated $69,950, and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to request this amount from the ADECA Energy Division EECBG Program, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama, as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the City of Brundidge make application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) Energy Department for an EECBG grant in the amount of $69,950.
SECTION 2.  That the City of Brundidge hereby commits to providing $7,500 local cash for administration and engineering as well as $4,031 in-kind labor for installation of the purchased lights.  
SECTION 3.  That James T. Ramage, III in his capacity as Mayor, is hereby authorized and directed to execute all required paperwork for grant submission, and to take such actions as may be required to implement the project as proposed in a timely manner to meet the strict ARRA timeline.
