RESOLUTION NO.  2014-19
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama has been awarded a CDBG Competitive Fund Grant, CDBG Project No. SM-CM-PF-12-006 from the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, which is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) for an amount of $350,000.00 for the purpose of providing much needed water improvements in the Caldwell Street neighborhood as well as demolition/clearance city-wide ; and 

WHEREAS, the bid for water improvements proposed came in with a lower cost than anticipated and funding remains in the budget for water improvements; and 
WHEREAS, at this time, it appears that an undetermined amount of funds will remain in the water line item dependent on final water activities, and
WHEREAS, excess funds are needed for demolition; and 
WHEREAS, changes to the grant scope, beneficiaries or budget of this magnitude require a formal amendment be requested from ADECA in order to utilize funding available and said request has been made and approved previously with Formal Amendment No. 2 submitted  to ADECA though no revised budget was submitted at that time due to the fact that the amount of excess funds was unknown, and

WHEREAS, this change is in compliance with that request and the requisite public hearing where the public was informed that excess funds remaining in the project would be moved to demolition has been held; and
WHEREAS, a new budget is required to be sent to ADECA to finalize this portion of Amendment No. 2;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Brundidge City Council as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the Brundidge City Council reallocate excess project funds to the demolition activity of the project in whatever amount remains once other activities are complete and amend the project budget to include this change.  
SECTION 2.  That James T. Ramage, III, in his capacity as Mayor, is hereby authorized and directed to submit said amended budget to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, and, upon approval thereof, take such other steps as may be required to implement the amendment as proposed.
