RESOLUTION NO.  2015-12
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, Alabama intends to apply for a CDBG Competitive Fund Grant from the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program, which is administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs (ADECA) for an amount of $350,000.00 for the purpose of providing much needed sewer improvements at three (3) pump stations located in separate areas of the City; and 

WHEREAS, the CDBG Program requires that funds meet a National Objective one of which is to be used to primarily benefit (at least 51%) low to moderate income families and the City of Brundidge desires to provide  sewer improvements that provide service to  the entire City or eligible portions thereof; and
WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge after due consideration of community development needs had determined that the condition of the existing pump stations is such that  improvements for these essential sewer facilities without which, neighborhoods around the City would not have essential sanitary sewer service and therefore the City will again propose this project for grant funding; and
WHEREAS, the Brundidge City Council desires to provide matching funds required for to implement the project as proposed,
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Brundidge City Council as follows:

SECTION 1.  That the Brundidge City Council submits an application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs for $350,0000 the purpose of obtaining grant funds for necessary improvements to the three (3) sewage pumping stations as proposed for a total project cost of $761,500.
SECTION 2.  That due to the critical nature of the need identified, the City of Brundidge guarantees matching funds in the amount of $411,500 per the attached cost estimate or as much as may be  required to implement the project as proposed.
SECTION 3.  That the City of Brundidge will operate and commits to maintain the pump stations to be improved should the project be funded.
SECTION 4.  That James T. Ramage, III, in his capacity as Mayor, is hereby authorized and directed to submit said application to the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, and, upon approval thereof, take such other steps as may be required to implement the project as proposed.
