WHEREAS, the Alabama Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program has been established to assist local governments in meeting community development and housing needs consistent with the objectives set forth in Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and

WHEREAS, the City of Brundidge, acting by and through its Council proposes to apply for Community Development Block Grant, Community Enhancement funds for the purpose of constructing a new recreation park to be located off of Veteran’s Boulevard; and

THAT, the City of Brundidge hereby commits to provide cash resources to complete the project in the amount of $308,068.00 for the local share of the project and in-kind services up to $117,497.50; and 
THAT, James T. Ramage, III, or the current Mayor be and is hereby designated and appointed as Financial Officer under the terms and pursuant to the provisions of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and is directed and empowered to make necessary assurances and to perform on behalf of the City of Brundidge, those acts and assume such duties as are consistent with said position.
