The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on September 17th, 2013 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.
Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order and the minutes for the meeting of September 3rd, 2013 were presented and upon motion by Mrs. Baxter, second by Mr. Coleman, with all voting yea, the minutes were approved as presented.
Mrs. Ross moved the council approve Resolution No. 2013-22 granting SouthernLINC a Special Use Permit to construct a new telecommunication facility at 105 Cleanwater Drive in Brundidge.  Mrs. Baxter seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.
Chris Dozier, E911 Director for Pike County, presented the council with the GIS Shared Server Project.  This system would provide for up to date mapping technology.  This would allow citizens to identify voting locations, police jurisdictions and corporate limits, Board of Registrars information, tax office information and  provide citizens with accurate addresses and photos of property.  The cost of the project would be split four ways.  Sharing the cost would be the E911 Office, City of Brundidge, City of Troy and Pike County.  Upfront initial cost for the City of Brundidge would be $6,496.51 and annual recurring cost of $2,250.00.  After much discussion, Mayor Ramage tabled the issue until the next council meeting.
Mayor Ramage introduced Susan Monroe, the City’s grant administrator to discuss condemnation and demolition of properties reviewed during the September 3, 2013 public hearing.  Comments received during the public hearing as well as a summary of findings from site visits to each property made by the City and grant administration staff on Friday, September 13, 2013 were presented to City Council in the form of a spreadsheet with recommendations made.  Photographs of each property and additional photos from site visits made 4 days prior to the meeting were presented to show issues as well as progress made toward improvements needed to bring properties up to code.  As of the time of the meeting, no property owners had purchased a building permit as they were advised to do at the public hearing should they desire to fix their dilapidated property and bring them up to the City’s adopted building code, i.e. IBC 2009.  The code’s  Section 116.1 Unsafe Structures and Equipment definition of an unsafe structure was reviewed with a handout provided.  Ms. Monroe also reviewed considerations made when identifying properties under consideration which included:

1) Does the structure aid or cause the spread of disease, vermin or rodents?

2) Is the structure especially liable to fire given the condition of the structure or does it constitute or create a fire hazard?

3) Is the structure or any part thereof liable to cause injury or damage by collapsing?

4) Is the structure available to or frequented by trespassing malefactors or disorderly persons or children?

5) Is the structure otherwise dangerous to the health and safety of the unsafe building’s occupants or to the health and safety of neighboring persons or properties? 

6) Does the structure create an attractive nuisance that may be injurious to public health.

Besides health and safety issues, the point was also made that dilapidated and un-maintained properties lower property values for neighbors and the community as a whole.   

The first properties considered were those that had a consent form signed by the property owner.  Properties with property owner consent were considered together and included the following properties:
