The Council of the City of Brundidge, Alabama met in regular session on September 6th, 2016 at 4:00 p.m. at City Hall at which time and place the following members were present: Councilmembers Baxter, Griffin, Ross, Pearson and Coleman.  Mayor Ramage called the meeting to order.

The minutes for the August 30th, 2016 council meeting was presented.  An error was noted in the canvass of Mayoral votes showing Isabell “Fronnie” Boyd receiving 238 votes however the correct number should be 241 votes. Mr. Griffin moved the council approve the minutes as corrected, a second was made by Mrs. Baxter and with all voting yea, the minutes were approved.
Mr. Griffin moved the council approve Resolution No. 2016-21 canvassing the municipal election results held on August 23, 2016.  Mr. Coleman seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

The Council reviewed the Planning Commission’s recommendation regarding the rezoning of property owned by Troy-Pike Habitat for Humanity on John Street.  After discussing the matter, the recommendation was tabled.  

The City Manager reviewed recommendations regarding potential changes to the rental policy for Brundidge Station. They were as follows:
· Increase rental fee from $100 per day with $50 refundable deposit  to $200 per day with $100 refundable deposit.

· Lessee must have the building cleaned (if marked on application they will clean) and out of the building  by 12:00 a.m. 

· Lessee must provide licensed security or off duty police officer (at lessee’s expense) if the event is between the hours of 6:00 p.m. and 12:00 a.m.  

· Reference #10 on Rental Policy; No concession sales or admission charges (add: to include pre-sold tickets) are allowed to be collected on the premises of Brundidge Station at any time.

· Proposed changes effective January 1, 2017.

After the Council discussed the recommended changes, Mrs. Ross moved to approve the changes as presented.  Mrs. Pearson seconded the motion and with all voting yea the motion carried.

There being no further business to come before the council, Mayor Ramage ordered the meeting adjourned.
